Children'’s thinking is captured through journals, artworks, conversations, and reflections,
helping make learning visible in meaningful ways. Reggio’s “hundred languages”
encourage children to express ideas in many different forms, while 1B-based elements
such as inquiry, perspective, and reflection help deepen the experience.

More than a summer of activities, “What If?" supports children in building imagination,
observation, communication, collaboration, empathy, problem solving, and confidence
in expressing themselves.
